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A woman who had suffered from a haemorrhage, heard about Jesus, came up
behind him through the crowd and touched his cloak.
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SAINT OLIVER PLUNKETT (1* November 1625 - 1% July 1681).

Dublin Castle has been in the news lately for many different reasons. It was built in 1204. It has
fulfilled many roles down through its changing history including as a prison. I always think of
Oliver Plunkett when I see Dublin Castle, because he was imprisoned there in June 1679 with
Archbishop Peter Talbot of Dublin.

His short life of 55 years was to be marked by many unknowns and surprises. He was secretly
consecrated a Bishop in Belgium. He teaches us that responding to the call to live the Gospel is
not something that can be pre-packaged and that will run exactly according to plan. Oliver led
the Irish Church in the difficult times of the repressive Penal Laws.

In the face of this challenge, Oliver took the only path that is open to a true follower of the
Gospel, that of renewal in the faith. Whenever the Church faces challenges, either from the
outward culture or through the inward weakness of its own members, renewal in the faith is
the only response.

Today, in our changing Church, local and national, we too are in need of a renewal in the
faith. Our witness as a Church cannot be triumphant, smug, patronising and domineering as it
once was in the not too distant past. Our numbers are declining and we have fewer priests. It
means, as in Oliver Plunkett’s time, adapting and responding to the changes, not run away from
them, or worse still, pretend that all is well. Oliver, for a time was the only Bishop in all of
Ulster and he travelled through the area to shepherd the scattered flock that was then the
splintered Catholic community.

As we celebrate the feast of Saint Oliver Plunkett, we pray for the Church in Ireland and
especially for our young people that they will encounter through our witness and faith, a God
who offers them a whispering hope, away from what is superficial to what is deepest in their
search for meaning. We pray that our parish community will bring some genuine expression of
the caring love of the Good Shepherd where harshness and indifference dominate in people’s
lives.
