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CHASING THE DARKNESS

Lighting a candle is something shared and enjoyed across the world’s cultures. The candles on a
birthday cake create an atmosphere which lingers long after the candles are blown out. When we
light a candle in Church, its flame continues to flicker after we have gone, bearing witness to a
relationship between God and ourselves. The Paschal Candle proclaims the triumph of Easter light
over darkness.

Other faiths also express God’s triumph over darkness through the symbol of light. The Jewish
festival of Hanukkah, celebrated in late November, whose symbol is a seven branched candlestick
called the ‘menorah’. It has echoes in the old seven branched candlesticks once used for
Benediction in our own Catholic tradition. Diwali - from the Indian tradition is the Hindu festival
of light that is celebrated annually. The /d al-Fitr, at the end of the Ramadan fast is marked for
Muslims by the celebration of light.

Pope Francis has taken a lead in enhancing a genuine dialogue and cooperation among the various
religions. Pope Francis has a good friend who is a Rabbi. They are good enough friends to have
written a book together. In fact the only book written by the Pope was when he was Archbishop of
Buenos Aires with Rabbi Abraham Skorka. Both of them are quiet lights in praying that peace
talks between the Palestinians and the Israelis will bear fruit.

Candlemas is our Catholic tradition when we formally bless the candles that are used in our homes
and in the Church for the year. The feast celebrates Christ as a Light for all peoples.

At every Baptism, parents move in grace, in quietness, in wonder and in awe as God ‘tip-toes’
among them for the new ‘little Temple of the Lord’ - their newly born and now baptised,
christened child. We glimpse with them, amidst our rushed busyness, a peace and presence of a
kindled light — that against the dark, etches for us, our Saviour’s face of light invisible.

A candle we light in faith, hope and love - is a prayer - without words.
