mosaic. Immediately around the altar there is a reproduction of the work of the great Italian artist 

Botticelli called “The Glory of the Angels”. Over this, seven separate panels extend across the apse. 

Four representing the four Evangelists, Matthew, Mark, Luke and John, two on the left and two on 

the right. These are reproductions, on a reduced scale, of the work of Michelangelo in St. Peters in
